RAG QUILTS.

Rag quilts are soft and cuddly, so they are excellent
lap quiltsfor achilly day. A soft rag quilt is a per-
fect gift for kids or adults, but be sure to make a
few for yourself. Rag quilts go together quickly
and without the stress of sewing absolutely perfect
seams. Y ou can complete this easy rag quilt pattern
injust aday or two. Thisrag quiltissewnin
greens and reds that convey a Christmas theme, but
the colors and fabrics aren't overly holidayish, so
will work anytime. Its patches are an orderly ar-
rangement of five fabricsin different color values.
My rag quilt patches are sandwiched with flannel
batting. Flannel is soft and frays nicely along seam
edges. It stays intact so there's no need for quilting
stitches. Use flannelsin all three layers for an even
softer quilt.

Asthe Victorian craze for making crazy quilts
waned a new sewing fad took its place. Women
turned to the craft of redwork embroidery using a
wonderful deep red thread called Turkey Red. Al-
though the popul arity of redwork embroidery
peaked around the turn of the century it wasn't new.
Beginning in the 1880s women had been willing to
pay extrafor Turkey Red thread because unlike
most colors it was colorf
ast. A colorfast blue thread was popular from about
1910 to 1930. Outlined pictures were stitched with
asimple stem stitch; alinear stitch that children can
easily learn.
Initially redwork was not done on quilts but on a
variety of useful household items. Embroidered ti-
dies were used to protect chair backs while embroi-
dered splashers were hung behind the sink. Nap-
kins, teatowels, dresser scarves, chair cushions,
sofa pillows were al opportunities for stitching
with red floss. In her book, "Red and White:
American Redwork Quilts" redwork enthusiast
Deborah Harding writes, " Given this mandate to
decorate everything in sight with embroidery,
women took to their task seriously
It wasn't until the turn of the century that women
began to use redwork embroidery for bedcoverings.
Preprinted squares ready to embroider were sold.
Because they originally cost only about a penny
apiece they were commonly called penny squares.
The quilt blocks used for redwork quilts ranged
from six to ten inches across. They were usually
embroidered then sewn together without any
sashing between the blocks. Often a feather or
cross-stitch was used to cover the seam line. Later a
red or red print sashing was sometimes used. Some
of these bedcoverings were
quilted while others were simply
lined without batting and then tied
at the corners of each block.
